The undersigned is counsel for the Petitioner in the above-captioned matter. Thé petition
for writ of mandamus or other appropriate relief was filed on March 15, 2004. On March 16,
2004, this Court entered an order directing respondents to answer the petition. By motion filed
March 19, 2004, Petitioner notified this Court that the District Court, on March 17, 2004, entered
an order retaining under consideration the privilege waiver issues that were the subject of the
original petition. Petitioner asked the Court to hold its petition in abeyance pending the District
Court’s further opinions or orders regarding the privilege issues.

The purpose of this letter is to advise this Court that, during a telephonic hearing this
morning, the District Court indicated that its further opinions and orders regarding the attorney-
client privilege issues would be released imminently. The District Court further indicated that
these opinions and orders would find Petitioner’s privileges waived as to certain documents and
that the District Court understood that Petitioner would want to seek mandamus relief from this
Court. While we have not yet seen the District Court’s opinions and orders, based on the District
Court’s statements, it is almost a certainty that Petitioner will request that its pending writ now
be considered and/or that Petitioner may move to amend or supplement that writ. Petitioner told
the District Court that it would pursue its appellate remedies expeditiously.

We will advise this Court as soon as practicable of further developments in this matter.
